The purpose of this report is to describe the implementation of the Second Batch of the 

Third Country Training Program on Behavior Change Communication (BCC) in Family 

Planning/Reproductive Health: The Indonesian Experience.       

 

The Training attended by 20 participants from six countries; Cambodia, Yemen, 

Mozambique, Ethiopia, Kenya, and Timor Leste. During the course participants received 

and discussed the substance of BCC ACADAE (Assessment, Communication Analysis, 

Design, Action, and Evaluation) through class session and field observation.   

Presentation of policy and strategy of Family Planning and Reproductive Health 

program, theory and practice of designing ACADAE steps, and Country Plan of Action 

are discussed during class session.

Cultural orientations done in Jakarta, Yogyakarta, and Bali to share 

values among participants and knowing more Indonesia by visiting tourist objects: 

Taman Mini Indonesia Indah and Taman Impian Jaya Ancol (Jakarta), Alas Kedaton 

monkey forest (Bali), and Borobudur temple (Yogyakarta).        

 
It recommended 

that for the following training some factors need to be improved such as book reference, 

information of field activity in English, English skilled facilitators during field visit, meal 

and board arrangement.
